GLUING TO SUBFLOOR AND HANDLING INSTRUCTIONS FOR PARLA FLOOR AND UNIVERSAL FLOORING THREE-LAYER PARQUET BOARDS
Please read these instructions prior to gluing three-layer parquet boards (hereinafter referred to as parquet boards) to the floor base.
These instructions are of supplementary nature to complement the manual of “floating” laying to the product of your choice. When gluing parquet boards to the surface, it is recommendable to strictly follow the conditions specified in these instructions or in the main manual unless such conditions are not covered herein.

Ambient conditions, required for installation and storage of parquet boards

Please follow main instructions for the product of your choice.
Requirements for the base


Suitable bases: concrete base, levelling compounds, OSB board, plywood, wooden subfloor, nonabsorbing surfaces (eg. ceramics), Damtec Standart cork-rubber underlay. 


The base on which parquet boards are going to be laid must be smooth, solid, physically well, uncracked, non-swinging, fixed firm. 


The base must be dry and protected against humidity. Hydroisolation must be installed in the re-cover of the base on first floors or rooms over garages and basements. Important: sometimes hydroisolation in the re-cover of the base on first floors of private and apartment houses and rooms over garages and basements is of low quality (for example, hydroisolating sheet has not been laid under whole room or it has been damaged before laying). If you are not sure about the state of hydroisolation, you must use the hydroisolating primer Bona R410 and glue Bona R770 (follow Bona R410 and Bona R770 instructions for priming and gluing). Maximum allowed concrete humidity is 2,8% CM. If concrete humidity exceeds 2,8% CM but is lower than 5% CM, parquet boards can be laid on top after applying primer Bona R410 (follow Bona R410 instructions). 


Maximum allowed humidity of wooden subfloor, OSB board or plywood in 12%. When an OSB board, plywood or DamTec Standart underlay is laid, maximum allowed concrete humidity is 2,8% CM. 


Parquet boards can be straight glued on well-smoothed concrete base. Parquet boards laid in this way experience least damages in cases of various accidents (for example, water flood). Requirement for the base is as follows: a 3 mm deviation or undulation is allowed for a 2 m range. In case the base is not smooth, it can be smoothed by levelling compounds, OSB board or plywood. Important: when smoothing is performed using smoothing compounds, it is necessary for the smoothing layer to be as thick as it is indicated by the manufacturer of the levelling layer and for it to be laid following all manufacturer’s instructions. Should this not be done, there will be a risk that parquet boards can jump off together with the poorly glued levelling layer. 


If an OSB board or plywood is used for concrete smoothing or compensation of height differences, they must be fixed to the base by screwing and gluing. It is important for the OSB plate or plywood to be humidity-resistant and of the same or larger thickness in comparison to parquet boards. Prior to gluing parquet boards, OSB board should be sanded in order to eliminate the top paraffin layer. OSB board or plywood is cut into pieces (of approximately 1 m2) prior to laying and laid within 10 mm of distance between the pieces. 


Parquet boards can also be glued on top of a nonabsorbing surface (e.g. ceramic tiles). In this case special primer Bona D530 and glue Bona R770 is used for laying and gluing of parquet boards (follow Bona D530 and Bona R770 application instructions). 

Parquet boards can also be glued on top of a cork-rubber underlay DamTec Standart. This underlay damps the steps sound, provides floor with softness and partly damps the moving of parquet boards. Note: underlay DamTec Standart must be glued on the base (follow underlay DamTec Standart installation instructions). Parquet boards are then glued on top of the glued underlay.
How to install parquet boards

When gluing parquet boards, follow the instructions given in this instruction in sections “Reserve for natural expansion”, “Gluing”, and also in the main instruction in sections “Preparation works”, “The first rows of parquet boards”, “The second rows of parquet boards”, “The last row of parquet boards”, “To complete the installation”.
Parquet boards are glued to subfloor, therefore their grooves, tongues and ends shall not to be glued to each other.  Note: parquet boards installation direction must be precisely determined prior to the installation, since it is difficult to adjust the direction of already glued parquet boards.
Reserve for natural expansion

Wood flooring expands and shrinks depending on humidity, temperature and wood type. Therefore it is required to use chocks to leave spaces no less than 10 mm between the floor and such fixed structures as walls, staircase, doorsills, and parquet boards and tiles. When the floor width in exceeds 6 m, additional reserve of 1 mm for each additional meter of width is left for deformation in the crosswise direction of parquet boards. If the width of installed parquet boards exceeds 12 m or in such case when the room is of a more complex shape (not the shape of rectangle), additional expansion spaces of 10-16 mm must be set in parallel with parquet board rows. Such spaces must not be narrower than compensatory spaces between fixed structures and parquet boards, including the additional reserves for deformation. When parquet boards are installed, chocks are removed and the compensatory space is covered with a skirting board, doorsill or Bona Gap Master (please follow Bona Gap Master application instructions). 

When installing OSB floor panel or plywood, the spaces of 8-15 mm must be left between OSB floor panel or plywood and fixed structures.
Gluing
The base is covered with glue and parquet boards are pressed to the base.
When parquet boards are glued always have a cleaning agent with you. Glue that mistakenly appears on the upper side of a parquet boards must be immediately removed by an agent indicated in the glue instructions.
The choice of primer and glue depends on the type of the base. When parquet boards, OSB board, plywood or underlay DamTec Standart is laid on concrete, the base must be primed (appropriate primer must be indicated in the glue instructions). When the above mentioned materials are laid on the OSB board, priming is not necessary, however the board must be machine-sanded using a 40-60 grit sand paper. When the same are glued on top of wooden subfloor or plywood, priming is not necessary, when gluing on underlay DamTec Standart priming is not necessary.
Prior to priming clean the base well with a vacuum-cleaner and then prime; dust remaining after priming will be glued with the primer. Note: it is important to know that to leave parquet boards undamaged glue containing water must not be used. Parquet boards can be glued with glue Bona S760, however you will achieve best results if you use polyurethane glue Bona R770 (follow Bona S760 or Bona R770 instructions). 
Glues Bona S760 and Bona R770 are suitable for gluing parquet boards on concrete floor, floor smoothed with specific leveling mixes, OSB board, plywood and underlay DamTec Standart.
For priming of concrete humidity of which exceeds 2,8% CM but is lower than 5% CM use special hydroisolating primer Bona R410 and glue R770 (follow Bona R410 and Bona R770 instructions). 


When parquet boards are glued on nonabsorbing surface (e.g. ceramic tiles), use special primer Bona D530 and glue Bona R770 for priming (follow Bona D530 and Bona R770 instructions).
Heated floor

Please follow main instructions for the product of your choice.
Other aspects that must be taken into consideration during work process
Door openings
Parquet boars must fit under the door. In case it is necessary, the door and door moldings must be cut to the required length.
Pipes

Please follow main instructions for the product of your choice.
Narrow premises

Parquet boards are glued to subfloor, therefore requirements of this subsection of main instructions may be unobserved.
General requirements for parquet boards maintenance, protection and care
Please follow main instructions for the product of your choice.
Wood darkening and discoloration
Please follow main instructions for the product of your choice.
Secondary utilization and waste neutralization
Please follow main instructions for the product of your choice.
Claims

All claims regarding quality of goods shall be submitted in 14 days after goods have been received, however it must be done prior to parquet boards being installed. At the time of claim submission it is required to submit product purchase documents. The factory and the seller shall bear no responsibility for the defects, which appeared due to improper storage and maintenance conditions, likewise, they shall not be held liable for the damages which were incurred due to improper installation and shall bear no responsibility for the defects, which appear on already installed parquet boards. Therefore prior to parquet boards installation inspect parquet boards in the daylight for coating, coloring, structural and other defects. 
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
